Antennae at the
summit gave reception of Bangor & Maine PBS
TV stations via a coaxial cable installed by
Sugarloaf, to mountain condominiums & homes.
Sugarloaf was given studio TV equipment from
Emerson College four years later & for six months
a message board was installed in studio space in
the Baselodge.

In 1979, a TV station supervisor was hired as
part of the Marketing department of Sugarloaf
Mountain Corporation. During winter, the Trail &
Weather report was recorded daily, with the
“Wheel” for messages on Index Cards & limited
programming (ski movies from ski companies &
Inn Room feature movies).

In 1986, Snowfields Productions took over

operation of WSKI & soon after, RSN was born in
Portland Maine to provide quality programming
to the growing numbers of similar resort TV
stations across the USA.

WSKTI’s main objective is to reach visitors to our
region in their hotel rooms, condos & homes, &
before they arrive through our website, so they
have the best possible experience while in our
region.
