sorb about $10 million from the amount that the legisla-
ture is trying to cut,” Clark said. That would mean anoth-
er $25,000 or so.

“If state revenue does not turn around soon, I think it
is likely that there may be further reductions,” Clark said
of the current conditions.

Clark made it known that there’s the additional prob-
lems of declining enrollment and increasing valuation to
be considered along with the commissioner’s letter.
